Peggy came in for a pregnancy test
with her boyfriend, Bob. They had
planned on going to Planned Parent-
hood that morning, but decided to
come to the Center first. She is
separated from her husband and
living with Bob. Bob left the country
for a few months and Peggy recon-
nected briefly with her husband. Bob
came back and they are working
things out to stay together.

Peggy shared that she just talked to
her husband on the phone prior to
coming into the PRC. He was with
his girlfriend at

was going on with his girlfriend in the
clinic exam room.

Peggy’s test was positive. She isn't
sure if the father of the baby is Bob
or her estranged husband. Peggy
shared with the counselor that she
feels abortion is a very real option
because of not knowing the paternity.
The counselor discussed the abortion
procedures and risks with Peggy and
also shared the Gospel. The coun-
selor invited Bob into the counseling
room during the discussion.

They agreed to view the DVD in

which a doctor explains the proce-
dures and risks of abortion. After
viewing the video and the discussion
Bob said, “I could never let her go
through with that, I feel shaky and
sick just thinking about it.” Peggy
agreed and said she felt the same
way.

The counselor set up an ultrasound
appointment for the next morning.
They were relieved to see the baby
and hear the heartbeat. The coun-
selor had a brief discussion alone
with Bob. He said they decided to go
ahead with the pregnancy and he
would support her ho matter what
happens with the paternity.

They are interested in going to
church. The counselor gave them
the church listings, pointed out
churches close to them, and even
offered to go with them. They did
not receive Christ at the time of their
visit, but seeds were planted and
watered.
